When you give a child a book as a gift, you're actually
giving them so much more. Here are 5 ways to

encourage reading at home.

| asked my 12-year-old nephew
why he loves to read and what
he thought would inspire children
to read more and his response
blew me away. He said: “You’re
the average of the five people
you spend the most time with,”
a quote usually attributed to Jim
Rohn, a motivational speaker. “If
you want to be above average,
you need to surround yourself
with above average people.”
